
MISTI Excellence Awards 2022
MISTI presents two types of awards annually to outstanding undergrads and graduate students who embody the mission and spirit of MISTI. MISTI provides a $1,000 award to the honorees.
Suzanne Berger Award for Future Global Leaders
The Suzanne Berger Award for Future Global Leaders is presented annually to a graduating senior who, through his or her coursework and MISTI experience abroad, has demonstrated his or her potential to become a global leader.  The award was established in 2012 in recognition of Suzanne Berger, Raphael Dorman-Helen Starbuck Professor of Political Science, who founded MISTI and directed it until 2011.  
MISTI Ambassador Award
The MISTI Ambassador Award is presented annually to an MIT student or recent alumnus who exemplifies MISTI's mission and has served as an outstanding MISTI representative abroad and at MIT.
Application process
Students must be nominated by a MISTI program manager or faculty director. The 2022 deadline for submitting nomination forms and supporting materials to Anna, is Friday, March 18. 
In addition to the nomination form, nominators must submit the following items:
· Student’s CV

· Student’s MIT transcript

· Letter of recommendation from an MIT faculty member


Winners will be selected by a committee of MISTI faculty directors and former honorees. Awardees will be recognized at the MIT Awards event in May.

Suzanne Berger Award for Future Global Leaders
Successful nominations will describe the ways in which the student’s MISTI experience contributed to his/her leadership skills, from the first meeting with a MISTI program manager, to the MISTI coursework and spring training, to the last day of the internship (and beyond). How did learning about and working in a foreign culture prepare the student to become a global leader? Give three concrete examples in which the student exhibited exceptional leadership skills in his/her placement.
MISTI Ambassador Award
Nominators should describe the ways in which the student has served as a spokesperson for MISTI at MIT. What message has he/she conveyed to friends, fellow students, faculty and others about MISTI? In what ways does this student exemplify MISTI’s mission? Give three concrete examples in which the student has promoted collaboration, represented MISTI to key stakeholders or helped to develop new partnerships.
